LIME ROCK DRIVER'S SCHOOL

June 2 and 3, 2006

For over 45 years, the Empire Division has run this successful annual event. This event is open to all Jaguar owners and their friends (Jaguar cars do have preference). This year we hope to see more Jaguar cars than ever.  This event is not just for racecars. This is a driver’s school to teach all Jaguar owners (both sports cars and sedans) how to handle their cars at speed on one of America’s premiere racetracks.  

Each entrant is given classroom work and on the track instruction.  Friday morning starts with a tech inspection of your car and then a classroom discussion with your instructors.  By mid-morning you will be on the track with your instructors learning to drive on the racetrack.  Saturday is spent on the track practicing. The skills you learn this weekend will also help in your everyday driving.  By knowing how to handle your car and learning it’s real potential, you will be better prepared to handle situations on the road. 

I know that the fees have gone up again this year, and we had to eliminate the free champagne from the meal but we have to balance rising costs and affordability.  The event is run on a break-even basis.  If Lime Rock raises its price, and the dinner becomes more expensive we must raise the entry fee. This year we will be having our Friday evening party at the Wake Robin Inn, which is just down the road from the track.  I find the best way to rationalize the increase in fees is, if we look at how much money we spend each year on our cars, comparatively the increase in entry fees is very little for the enjoyment of this weekend. 

 Everyone that works on this event is a volunteer club member.  No one is paid; even our driving instructors pay the same entry fees as everyone else. We will try even harder this year to maximize track time.  We have use of the racetrack both Friday and Saturday until 6:00 p.m. We also have free use of the camping area Thursday night and Friday night along with the bath and shower facilities for those who wish to camp out on the grounds.  The snack bar will be available for breakfast. 


This event has always been run as a family event.  We try to encourage the whole family to participate. We would like everyone to take advantage of the special price for extra family members driving the same car.  This is a great way for spouses and older children to go through the driver's school and practice driving on the track. It also gets the whole family involved in the weekend.

We will be sharing the track with the Vintage Sports Car Club.  This has worked very well the past few years.  Both clubs had plenty of track time and we had the advantage of the Vintage Sports Car Club’s driving school instructors along with our own instructors. We also get to watch some of the best vintage racing on the east coast.

We would like everyone to have his or her car pre-teched before you get to the racetrack. This will not only save a lot of time at the track, but will make sure that you know that your car is in good working order.  If anything is found wrong or unsafe on the car when you have it pre-teched you will have plenty of time to fix it.  Please bring your completed inspection form with you to the track.  Pre-tech will be held at all the shops that helped us last year.  If you can’t get to one of them please call to make other arrangements.

TECH INSPECTION REQUIREMENTS
For Lime Rock the following minimum standards must be met in order to pass tech inspection to participate. 

A technical inspection will be conducted on all cars.  It is the owner/entrant's responsibility to know the car is in safe working order.  All items in these rules may be checked with a special emphasis on safety.  All cars must be in good condition and display care in preparation.  Driver's safety gear must be presented at tech inspection.  The Chief of Tech may reject any entry.

      All drivers must have a helmet with at least a 2000 Snell approval.  If you have to buy a new helmet make sure it has the latest Snell approval date (2005).  Goggles or Face Shields are mandatory for open cars.  Recommended but not mandatory is a driver's suit of Nomex or similar fire resistant material.  Socks of fire resistant material and gloves with no holes made of leather or fire resistant material.

      All cars must be equipped as follows:  Seat Belts securely mounted.  Tires are to be in good condition.  They must be at least HR speed rated but we would prefer VR or higher speed rated tires.  If you have to buy new tires they should be at least VR speed rated.  The only exceptions to speed rated tires will be made for some older XK series cars on a per car basis with prior approval.  Wheels must be in good condition.  Wire wheels must be properly tensioned with no loose or missing spokes.  Roll Bars are mandatory on all open cars.  The roll bar must be at least 2 inches over the driver’s head. Steering and Suspension components must be properly fitted with no excessive wear or play.  Brakes must be in perfect working order.  Fresh brake pads are recommended.  Brake lights must be in working order.  Batteries must be securely mounted, if located in the driver's compartment they must be covered or have leakproof caps.  Throttle linkage Return Springs must be in good working order.  No oil, fuel, water, or fluid leaks of any kind will be tolerated.  Headlights must be taped over.  The Interior and Trunk must be free of all loose items. 

 Cars must display legible numbers on both sides of the car.  The numbers are to be a minimum of 12 inches tall.  Cars must be presented in a neat condition.  Engine compartment, suspension, and chassis must be clean enough to facilitate inspection.

         Remember, this is a muffled event.  That means that your car has to be QUIET 84 db.  This is a State of Connecticut law that must be obeyed.  No exceptions.  Roll bars are mandatory for all open cars. This is both a safety requirement and an insurance requirement.
